“The members of the board of review congratulate the
school faculty on achicving accreditation and welcome
them to the ranks of nurse educators who have committed
themselves to the improvement of diploma education for
nursing in general and to the continued self-evaluation
and self-improvement of their own diploma program in
particular.”

Surely this sentence in a letter received from the National
League for Nursing last June was the highlight not only of
the past year but of the past several years in the history
of the Easton Hospital School of Nursing. While most com-
mittee reports conclude with kudos we feel this one should
begin with our sincere congratulations to our faculty and ad-
ministrators for this fine achievement.

THIS GOOD NEWS signalled the beginning of a
great year for the school. In September we admitted 32 fresh-
men bringing the total enrollment to 80. Because diversity
of background always contributes strength to a student body
we are glad to report that our 32 new students came from
24 high schools. Eleven qualified for scholarship assistance.

‘This September our enrollment picture presents two im-
portant changes. Tuition has been increased from $450 to
$600 to meet in part the increasing costs of the program.
And for the first time in the history of the School the in-
coming class includes four young men.

‘The students’ extra curricular life has been busy this year.
They have provided leadership for their area student nurses’
association, and they have contributed hard work and inspira-

tion for both the United Fund and the Cancer Crusade. One
of them has further distinguished herself by successfully
carrying one of the credit courses offered by Pennsylvania
State University for the hospital’s graduate nurses in addi
tion to her regular academic program in the school. In addi-
tion to their social activities including a number of enjoyable
dances and another successful year for the Student Chorus,
the girls performed in two highly entertaining programs
staged in the hospital for patients.

THE FACULTY, TOO, has brought honor to our
School by their contributions in both community and pro-
fessional extra curricular activities. They have continued to
take advantage of the post graduate educational opportunities
made available to them by the Women’s Board, enrolling in
courses at Columbia, Lehigh and Moravian, as well as Penn
State’s Center for Continuing Education. This year we saw
the first of our faculty achieve her Master’s degree by this
means.

‘We began this report with a salute to our faculty and our
administrators. We have quite deliberately refrained from
the use of names in this report because credit and distinction
have been won for our school by the efforts of so many. We
now deliberately depart from that policy in acknowledging
the splendid contribution of our Director of Nursing Edu-
cation, Miss Virginia Mcllroy, in bringing us successfully
to the long sought goal of national accreditation. We close
by thanking the Board of Trustees and the Women’s Board
for their unfailing support of our work.
